If you would like to keep reading, pick another book (or two or three ad infinitum) at or above
your grade level and when you get back, I will set up time foi you to be tested and each extra
AR test you pass will be an opportunity for you to earn points for next year. Points will earn
you fabulous prizes such as extra credit, recess, etc. efc.
